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Media Change in Context of Social Change

The crisis of media has to be observed as a structural and as a cultural phenomenon, both in context social change:

Among other concerns the structural change has to be related to the concepts of public sphere, public service media institutions, and to the relationship between media, politics and economy.

The cultural dimension of media change concerns the crisis of the societal communication as the social practice of unity vs. the social agency for diversity.

The debate on Public Value as an asset of public service broadcasting in Austria characterizes the  radical challenge for public broadcasting institutions –
